2018 SUMMARY

It was a challenging year for our mature fundraising markets in Western Europe and North America,
ultimately resulting in an overall flat growth in income for the federation. However, there were positive
developments, with institutional funding increasing by 37% and committed giving by 5%. Significantly, there
was growth in our new and emerging markets, with revenues from committed giving increasing by 12%.

We continue to pursue a diversification of services to meet the changing needs of the children, youth and
families we work with, as evidenced by our expenditures across our various programmes. For example, there
was strong growth in expenditures in our family strengthening programmes and social centres, 13% and 16%
respectively, whereas there was a 2% growth in expenditures in our alternative care programmes.
